If there is no information to report, please indicate this on the Data Submission Cover Page.  This is the documentation required in order to log data reports.

Youth adjudicated for felony offenses by the court are to be reported on this form.  Do not report youth who have been revoked.  Do not report violations of court order or probation violations.  Do not report youth transferred to adult court on this form; bindovers are collected on a separate form semiannually.  Youth adjudicated of felony offenses are counted once per fiscal year per reporting county based on the most serious offense; regardless of the number of times the youth is adjudicated.  The Department will delete duplicate cases.  If you need to revise or update information previously submitted (because correction is needed or an adjudication was later overturned or vacacted), submit addendum or revision clearly indicating revisions.

OFFENSE   The ORC offense name of the most serious offense for which there was a felony adjudication.  The name of the offense should match the ORC.

· If a youth was adjudicated for multiple felony offenses on that date, select the offense with the most serious felony level.

· If a youth has more than one offense at the same felony level on the same date, all of these offenses can be listed.  The most serious offense will then be selected by the Department.

· Do not list violations of court order or probation violations.  Youth should only be reported if they are adjudicated for a new felony offense in the reporting county.


ORC   This is the complete Ohio Revised Code number that corresponds to the offense listed, i.e., 2913.02(A)(3).


FELONY LEVEL CODE   Information should be coded as follows:



1 - Felony 1



2 - Felony 2

Mu - Murder

ADJUDICATION DATE   The adjudication date is the date on which the youth is found to be delinquent of a felony.  Cases that are dismissed or diverted prior to adjudication should not be included.  Cases that are adjudicated in another county should be reported by the county of adjudication, which may not necessarily be the county where the charges were filed or the county where disposition takes place.  The adjudication date should be listed according to month, day, and year (MM-DD-YY).

Special Note:  Please make sure to avoid the common reporting errors.  A youth should not be reported under the felony adjudication section if any of the following took place:

· The felony charge was dismissed.

· The felony charge was amended to a misdemeanor.

· The adjudication order was vacated or the adjudication was postponed and never took place.

· The youth was in court for a violation of court order or probation violation.

· The youth was transferred to adult court.

· The felony adjudication reported actually took place in another county and was only  transferred to your county for disposition.

· The felony charges were transferred to another county for adjudication.

· The dispositional hearing occurred during the reporting month, but the adjudication hearing took place on another date.  Always report the adjudication date and not the disposition date.
